New Zealand, on the other hand, started the tournament with a win. They lost the host Pakistan. Kiwi captain Mitchell Santner wants to
maintain the previous match against Bangladesh. However, he warned about the bowling attack in Bangladesh, "The position we are in
is great. I have done great in the tri -series and now the boys of Bangladesh will play with a lot of confidence. I think they are a very
good party right now. Their spin sections are always full. But now their bowling attacks are very good, the pacers have come. '

There is no alternative to winning the semifinal dream. New Zealand, on the other hand, will confirm the semifinals if they win. This
match will be the key to winning the match. The team that can influence the batting will be heavy. Bangladesh, who failed the top order
in the previous match, is confident of batting in today's match.
